CPW Eligibility Requirements (NEW)
a)
All dances must be in development (works in progress). Completed dances are ineligible.

b)
Choreographers and performers must be practicing professional dance artists.

c)
Choreographers must have publicly presented at least four different works in established professional productions, and have been working for a minimum of six years professionally. One slot per month will be reserved for our Stepping Stone Program for Emerging Choreographers (those dance artists who have not yet presented four works professionally and have been in the community for less then six years, but who have completed professional arts training).
d)
Student works are ineligible.

a) Details about the choreographer(s)'s training (organizations, subjects, dates and level of achievement);
b) A list of choreography presented (including details about the four professional presentations to meet the eligibility criterion, describing in particular the nature of the venues).
2. The biography should be 150 words.
3. Your artistic statement (250 words maximum).

4. A brief description of the dance work-in-progress you would like to workshop in the CPW.
5. Please include the following:

a) Overall vision.**
b) Why have you created this work?**

c) A paragraph outlining your creative progress for the development of the work thus far.
d) Please address if there have been any challenges in the process. If so, what were they?
e) What are your artistic goals for this creation period?**
f) How your current work relates to your previous choreographic works?
g) What do you want to achieve from bringing this work to the CPW and to your audiences?**
This can all be written in point form.
